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INTERESTING FACTS ABOUT POPULATION AND LAND AREA

From the 2003 World Almanac

1. If Vermont were a California County, it would be the 15th largest (of 58) in population and 3rd largest in land area, almost identical in size and population to Kern County.

2. Los Angeles County has a population more than twice that of Norway and about 2.5 times that of Ireland.

3. New Mexico is 78% the size of California,, with 5% of the population.

4. Alaska is 4.7 times the size of New Mexico and 3.7 times the size of California, with a population (572,000) less than Vermont (613,000).

5. The Netherlands is 11% the size of New Mexico with almost 9 times the population (about 16 million).

6. Norway is almost exactly the same size as New Mexico, with somewhat more than twice as many people (4.5 million).

7. The U.K. is 70% the size of New Mexico and 60% the size of California, but with 60 million people, compared to 32.4 million for California and 1.8 million for New Mexico.

8. Ireland is 22% the size of New Mexico with approximately twice as many (3.9 million) people.

9. Israel is almost exactly the same size and population as Massachusetts.

10. Australia is 24 times the size of New Mexico and 19 times the size of California, with a population of about 20 million. Australia is 83% the size of the United States.

11. Iraq is very close in combined size and population to Texas (ironic, isn’t it?). It is about two thirds the size of Texas, with a population of about 24 million (and going down thanks to GWB), a little more than the Texas population of 21 million.
