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How to move Ipod music from pc to mac (from consolidated library)

You will lose your playlists and ratings but these can be reconstructed.
1. On old computer, connect Ipod, check “manage music manually”

2. Create a new folder on the remote usb hard disk drive

3. Find the music library on the current pc computer:

    under My Music > iTunes > iTunes Music

4. Open the iTunes Music folder. Select All (ctrlA)

5. Click ctrl C (to copy)

6. Find the new folder on the remote drive created in 1. Open it

7. Click ctrl V. This will copy all the music files and make take several hours. 

8. After this is complete, unplug usb plug from pc

9. plug usb plug into Mac

10. Find the Music file on the remote disk drive, Ctrl A, Ctrl C
11. Under Finder, File, open new file.

12 Find the name of the Mac/ipod user, click on that name

13. Click on Music

14 Click on iTunes

15. Click on iTunes Media

16 Ctrl V This will copy the music onto the Mac drive
17 Open iTunes on the Mac

18. Click on “Add to Library” > Click Choose
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
